Men’s
National Competitions
Two Fours: Knock-out comprising two rinks played on same green
(home or away). Winner is the team scoring the most shots in total
over the two rinks.

Top Club: Knock-out comprising Two Wood Singles, Singles, Pairs,
Triples & Fours played on the same green (home or away). A point is
scored for each winning rink.

London & Southern Counties Shield

Knock-out comprising two rinks, one at home and one away. Winner is
the team scoring the most shots in total over the two rinks.

County Competitions

Top Ten: Knock-out comprising Singles, Pairs, Triples & Fours played
on the same green (home or away). A point is scored for each winning
rink, in the event of a tie the winner is the team scoring the most shots
in total.

County Club Championship: Knock-out comprising three rinks played
on the same green (home or away). Winner is the team scoring the
most shots in total over the three rinks.

County League: League competition comprising two rinks played on
the same green (home or away) on specified dates. Each winning
rink to awarded two points with a further two points awarded to the
winning team, i.e. 6 points available for each match. League winners
and runners-up progress to the knockout stage of the competition.

St Albans & District Competitions

Jones Cup: Knock-out comprising two rinks, one playing at home and
one away. Winner is the team scoring the most shots in total over the
two rinks.

Bob Vise Trophy: Knock-out comprising Singles, Pairs, Triples & Fours
played on the same green (home or away). A point is scored for each
winning rink, in the event of a tie the winner is the team scoring the
most shots in total.

Triples League: League competition comprising two triples, one
playing at home and one away on specified dates. Winner is the team
scoring the most shots in total over the two rinks and that team being
awarded two points for the League. The League winners then progress
to the knock-out stage of the competition.

District League: League competition played in rinks.on specified dates
with points being awarded to the winning rinks and the overall winners
(full details in the District handbook).

Ladies
County Competition

Top Club: Knock-out comprising Singles, Pairs, Triples & Fours played
on the same green (home or away). A point is scored for each winning
rink, in the event of a tie the winner is the team scoring the most shots
in total.

County League: League competition comprising of one rink played
on specified dates. League winners and runners-up progress to the
knockout stage of the competition.

St Albans & District Competitions

Two Fours: Knock-out comprising two rinks, one playing at home and
one away. Winner is the team scoring the most total shots over the
two rinks. )

Triples League: Competition comprising two triples one playing at
home and one away. A point is awarded for each winning rink towards
possible qualification for the later knock out stages of the competition.
